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SAFPETY NOTTICE

Because of an incident that has occurred involving the procedure
of ‘larks heading’ static lines together, this must cease with
immediate effect and the following must be implemented:

‘On static line deployed equipment, the static line must be
continuous from the deployment bag to the point of attachment in
the aircraft’.

As an interim measure until 31st December 1987 Clubs and Centres
using split static lines may have the ‘larks head’ machine
stitched together.
